· All vendors must supply us with proof of insurance and/or “Hold Harmless” letter.  After doing some research, we have come up with the following suggestions to our insurance requirements:

1. We feel strongly that all vendors should have insurance to protect their personal assets, but will not at this time make this a mandatory requirement to be in our fair;
2. That this year our minimum requirement will be for all vendors to sign our “Hold Harmless” letter.  You will find this letter attached.

Again, we strongly urge you to find general liability, commercial property and Workers’ Compensation insurance to protect your assets
